Tenderloin Neighborhood Development Corporation (TNDC), a non-profit homeless housing provider and neighborhood developer, will provide an opportunity for this community to celebrate its diversity and neighborhood pride at the 3rd Annual “Catch a Rising Star” Arts, Crafts & Talent Show on Friday, September 18, 2009 from 12:00-4:00pm at St. Boniface Church at 133 Golden Gate Avenue.  The crafts show will be at noon, the talent show will begin at 1:00pm.

“The Tenderloin is home to people from diverse cultures and heritages living together as a tight-knit community,” said Don Falk, TNDC’s Executive Director.  “This event gives our residents a chance to express themselves and celebrate the unique and important contribution each person makes to this special neighborhood.”
The majority of TNDC’s residents have monthly incomes belong $1,000 and include seniors on fixed incomes, families on tight budgets, people with HIV/AIDS, and formerly homeless individuals recovering from addiction or mental illness, many of whom feel forgotten by society or discouraged by unfortunate circumstances.  TNDC’s Arts, Crafts & Talent Show encourages Tenderloin residents to step into the spotlight and be proud of the contributions they make to this vibrant neighborhood.
The program of over 30 performances includes Filipino folk dancing, Chinese kung fu, Hawaiian hula dancing, magic tricks, cabaret lip synching, a capella renditions of beloved songs like “I Left my Heart in San Francisco,” and special performances by TNDC’s senior ballroom dance class.
This celebration of Tenderloin community is enthusiastically supported by local neighborhood business sponsors including Manor House Restaurant, Cathay Express, New Delhi Restaurant, Daldas Corner Store, Johnson Security, and Wired, who help make TNDC’s Arts, Crafts & Talent show a neighborhood-wide effort to elevate residents’ pride in this unique and diverse community.

Founded in 1981, TNDC’s mission is to provide safe, affordable housing with support services for low-income people in the Tenderloin community and be a leader in making the neighborhood a better place to live. TNDC owns and manages 25 buildings that provide homes for 2,500 extremely low-income seniors, families, people with disabilities, low-income wage earners, immigrants and many others in the Tenderloin and nearby neighborhoods. In addition, TNDC provides support services to help residents stabilize their lives and develop a sense of community, including a team of 17 on-site social workers, the free Tenderloin After-School Program for neighborhood children, and a Community Organizing program to encourage residents to get involved in making positive change in the Tenderloin.
