SAN FRANCISCO, CA (June 2, 2010)…In these uncertain economic times, there is some good news for San Francisco’s low-income seniors.  Development partners Community Housing Partnership and Tenderloin Neighborhood Development Corporation (TNDC) are pleased to announce the Grand Opening of The Zygmunt Arendt House, a 47-unit building at 850 Broderick Street for formerly homeless senior citizens.  This project was made possible in part with a generous bequest from the Zygmunt Arendt Estate, to support San Francisco’s poor and needy and its neediest seniors.
“We’re thrilled to be able to provide beautiful, new homes for our senior neighbors,” said Don Falk, Executive Director of Tenderloin Neighborhood Development Corporation.  “In this economic climate, providing a stable, affordable home for seniors is critical since they are a population that often falls through the cracks.”
The new building consists of individual studios, each with a full bathroom and kitchenette. Ten percent of the units are wheelchair-ready and will be fully accessible to people with disabilities. The remaining units are adaptable and can be easily and quickly modified to meet the accessibility needs of tenants, allowing them to age in place. The project includes a welcoming lobby, a courtyard garden, a landscaped roof deck, laundry facilities, a community room with kitchen and dining areas, and offices for property management and on-site support services. To better assist tenants, the building will be staffed with 24-hour front desk service. 
“There are many people, businesses, and agencies to thank for making the Zygmunt Arendt House possible,” said Gail Gilman, Executive Director of Community Housing Partnership, “starting with Zygmunt Arendt himself, who lived simply so he might realize his vision of assisting the poorest citizens, including seniors.  No one should experience homelessness, especially not seniors. This project is a tribute to that vision and to Zygmunt Arendt’s generosity.”
The Zygmunt Arendt House was designed by WRT Solomon E.T.C. and built by James E. Roberts-Obayashi Corporation.  The project was co-developed by TNDC and Community Housing Partnership with financing from the City and County of San Francisco Mayor’s Office of Housing, City and County of San Francisco Human Services Agency, the Zygmunt Arendt Fund, the California Department of Housing and Community Development Multi-Family Housing Program (through voter-approved Proposition 46, Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2002), Silicon Valley Bank, the Federal Home Loan Bank Affordable Housing Program, National Equity Fund, CA Energy Commission New Solar Homes Program, PG&E CA Multifamily New Homes Program, and San Francisco Public Utilities Commission GoSolarSF. Community Housing Partnership will own and manage the building and provide onsite social services.
Numerous sustainable design features have been incorporated, including energy-efficient lighting and appliances, low-flow water fixtures, recycled content flooring materials, solar panels, and an energy star roof, among many other features. The Zygmunt Arendt House was recognized with a 2010 Gold Nugget Award of Merit for Best Seniors Housing.
About Zygmunt Arendt 

Upon his passing in January 1998, the late Zygmunt Arendt, a World War II refugee and former railroad worker, left approximately $6 million to the City and County of San Francisco. His will specified that 60 percent of his estate be used for the poor and needy and 40 percent for the neediest seniors. Former Mayor Willie Brown and the Board of Supervisors designated the Human Services Agency as the administrator of the estate and approved the use of $3.8 million to purchase and develop 850 Broderick Street for homeless seniors.

Community Housing Partnership creates, implements, and demonstrates solutions to homelessness in San Francisco by working in partnership with people who would otherwise be without a home.
