US CENSUS AND COMMUNITY GROUPS UNITE FOR 

FULL COUNT CAMPAIGN IN SAN FRANCISCO’S TENDERLOIN DISTRICT

New Census 2010 Resource Center Opens at 476 Eddy
Grand Opening Event: Tenderloin Census Resource Center
476 Eddy Street (At Hyde), San Francisco

February 10, 2010   11am-12pm

Join Tenderloin community leaders and public officials in a Grand Opening Event for the Tenderloin Census Resource Center. The Center will serve as a one-stop shop where neighborhood residents can apply for work with the Census Bureau, receive assistance in filling out census forms, and find answers to their questions and concerns about the 2010 Census. 

In the 2000 Census ten years ago, nearly 100,000 San Franciscans – mostly in low-income areas – were not counted, resulting in a loss of over $300 million in federal assistance. In a time when our local government is grappling with unprecedented budget cuts, a full count becomes even more crucial.

San Francisco’s Tenderloin District is one of the City’s most diverse neighborhoods—home to long-term residents, newly-arrived immigrants, families, and homeless/under-housed people. Its dense housing stock has earned it the designation of one of the most difficult neighborhoods to fully count in the Census process.  
“The Tenderloin is ground zero for the undercount that took place in 2000 that has cost San Francisco millions of dollars,” said Don Falk, Executive Director of Tenderloin Neighborhood Development Corporation (TNDC).  “We’re working hard to encourage and facilitate the full participation of this neighborhood in the 2010 census.”
“This is a campaign to achieve a complete count, complete federal investment, and complete government representation for the Tenderloin community,” remarked Steve Woo, Community Organizer at TNDC.
The Grand Opening Celebration is co-sponsored by Tenderloin Neighborhood Development Corporation, the Southeast Asian Community Center, AYADI, and Community Housing Partnership in cooperation with the Census 2010 and San Francisco’s Office of Civic Engagement & Immigrant Affairs.
